The Active Directional Antenna HE402
allows interfering signals to be eliminat-
ed ef‘fecﬂve|y. Moreover, its sensitivity
above 40 MHz is even better than that
of Dipole HE302 despite its small di-
mensions. So the HE402 is preferable

to log-periodic antennas whenever

space is at a premium.

The Active Dipoles HE202 and HE302
are especially useful for carrying ouf
measurement tasks as their small size
enables them to yield higher reproduc-
ibility of results than larger antennas.
